e The term of office is four years

e Meetings are normally held virtually. However, travel and subsistence expenses
are paid, should an in-person meeting be required

e Two 2-day meetings are held each year, usually in May and November

e Preparation for meetings is expected i.e. reading and assessing research
proposals and progress reports, and collating brief feedback on each application.

e The statistician will review all applications, unless they have a conflict of interest
